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SUMMARY

The development of the National Spatial Data btftecture (NSDI) and the
involvement of individual countries in global actigs, such as the establishment of the
European Spatial Data Infrastructure (ESDI) throtigl implementation of the INSPIRE
Directive and the Global Spatial Data Infrastruet(GSDI), require from any country and its
institutions, regardless of the level of their depenent, to build significant scientific,
organizational and financial capacities. The cimgée of the NSDI establishment in the
transitional countries, e.g. in the area of SoutlstErn Europe, is greater because these
countries face in parallel the development of tharket economy, State structures and
institutions, including the modern National Mappiagd Cadastre Agencies (NMCA), by
regulating the situation in obsolete registers ésa@ and land registers) as well as a number
of other problems.

Aware of these facts and having realized that #hek lof knowledge and
capacities is the main constraining factor to bngadhe NSDI, the NMCA'’s of South-Eastern
Europe have agreed to cooperate and thus accetbeatéevelopment of the SDI in their
respective States as well as the implementatiolaraf administration reforms. Apart from
exchanging the information and documents, and aganregional annual conferences, the
agreement encompasses the implementation of jodeqgis and the strengthening of regional
and bilateral ties between the agencies.

The first project, formed as part of the cooperatéstablished between eight
NMCA'’s, is the SEE Inspiration Project. This regabrproject aims at establishing the
legislative framework for the NSDI in the countrigfsthe region, their mutual harmonization
as well as their harmonization with the EU INSPIREective, and at accelerating the land
administration reform by implementing a number ofiaties and developing joint bodies
such as the Permanent Technical NMCA Commissio. Jumlity of the project has also
been recognized by the European Commission sortjecp has been accepted as part of the
multifunctional component of the IPA assistancegpam of the European Commission,
targeting the countries of the region.

The South-Eastern Europe (SEE) Inspiration Pragjefine, in a certain sense,
the regional strategy for developing and estabigline Spatial Data Infrastructure (SDI) that
enables to concentrate regional capacities andsystematically accelerating the SDI
establishment through joint activities and mutuabmeration. This paper describes the
genesis of the regional cooperation, the basicjpi@s defined by the participants as well as
the SEE Inspiration Project itself and its expeatesults. By implementing this and other
follow-up projects, we can see that a quality fraroek for the regional cooperation has been
established, enabling the achievement of a numbanmortant objectives for each NMCA,
and fit to be implemented elsewhere.

1. INTRODUCTION

The ICT revolution, that has in the past twenty rge@ompletely changed the
communication modes between people and thus aesantide of using the information in
general, has influenced the spatial data in a ap&ay. The initial problem of storing,
processing, interpreting and using the spatial datans laughable from today’s perspective
but until very recently this was not the case. Adnsimultaneously, the former-Communist
countries of Europe underwent a change of the ksand economic system. This change has
resulted in the introduction of democracy and madanomy as well as in the break-up of
some countries. Some of these processes were peatele the break-up in the territory of
the former Yugoslavia entailed several war cordlict the period between 1990 and 1996.
The newly created States of South-Eastern Europe, Slovenia, Croatia, Bosnia and
Herzegovina, Serbia, Montenegro, Kosovo and Madadalong with Albania that did not
change, soon started a comprehensive reform oflahe administration and institutions
responsible for this field, pressed on one handhkbydevelopment of the real estate market
and economy and on the other hand by the poor sfatand registers, primarily in the
cadastre and land registries, but also other reteegisters.

With regards to the land administration, the caestin the SEE region have inherited
different situations because the historical andslagve frameworks were different, but there
is a lot of similarity in the reforms conductedpast ten years. On the other hand, since the
newly created countries did not have their ownctdfi mapping (in the former Yugoslavia,
the mapping was under the military jurisdictiorfjege activities have developed differently.
The speed of the land administration reform alspegabecause it greatly depends on the
economic strength of each country, the stabilityitef political system and the speed of
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passing the necessary legislation facilitating thgplementation of the reforms. As an
illustration, the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) gegita of Slovenia is 12 times the GDP of
Kosovo while other countries are somewhere in-betwe

Historical legacy and especially the events thak folace between 1990 and 2000 and the
degree of the economic and institutional develogmeswve determined the speed and
direction of the implementation of the land admtir@son reforms and NSDI establishment in
each country.

2. COOPERATION OF NMCA'’s IN THE REGION
2.1 International cooperation

The international cooperation between the regidMeiCA’s with regards to the land
administration reform and SDI establishment hasssence followed a similar path in all of
the countries of the region with some smaller ekoep in Slovenia that has, being the most
economically advanced State (see: Table 1), coeyples first the circle of reforms that
included international donors and the World Bank. &rule, inspired by the fast, post-war
economic development with a particularly prominantd sudden growth of the real estate
market, the countries in the region as well asdibveor States and international organizations
and institutions have recognized the need to sidht the land administration reform in the
countries of the region in order to create preciors for further economic development of
these countries, based on safe real property kegasactions as well as modern registers
offering high-quality information on the situatiam the field and the use of space. AlImost as
a rule, the international cooperation started whithbilateral technical assistance projects with
donor countries such as Germany, Norway, the Netha#s, Austria, USA, UK, Sweden or
Japan (see: Table 2). The defining of the basmrmetirections through bilateral projects was
followed by a project assisted by the expertisemplementing large reform projects and the
financial support: World Bank loans that were asuke further financially assisted and
boosted by the European Union assistance. As gireshtioned, Slovenia completed this
type of cooperation a few years ago, Croatia is tieaend, countries such as Albania, Bosnia
and Herzegovina, Macedonia and Serbia are at €iftestages of the projects funded by
World Bank loans while Montenegro and Kosovo hast gtarted with them.

In the past 15 years, over US$ 250 million in tbta$ been allocated for a number of the
land administration reform projects that containedalmost all countries one or several
components or project tasks directly or indiredihked to the SDI establishment in the
countries in the region (Ba et al., 2009). One should be added to this anlequaunt of
funds that the countries themselves allocated fiiogir budgets for the realization of these
programs and projects. Apart from the fact thanisigant funds have been collected through
donations, assistance and loan funds represeiteniggest portion of allocations, it should
be underlined here that an extremely valuable compbof the international cooperation is
the knowledge engaged by the donor countries inntipdementation of the afore-mentioned
programs and projects or rather the transfer ofwkedge gathered along the way. The
foregoing is certainly one of the important reasfamseing able to speak with certainty about
the significantly increased human capacities of rtbgional NMCA'’s, equipped with the
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know-how related to the system management and lisstadent of modern registers, use of
advanced technologies and findings about the SDI.

The expressed indicators of international coopenagioint to the fact that the level of
success in implementing the afore-mentioned progrand projects is very high as well as
the fact that not only the donor countries but dls® fund beneficiary countries have paid
special attention to the coordination of the domotivities. The standard forms of such
coordination are donor conferences held or prelyousld every year by the countries in the
region, depending on the stage of the reform implaation, by coordinating the mission
dates of various donors with the World Bank missiam order to have at least a partial
overlap between the two, thus enabling a multipagtychange of information and
harmonization of activities. Such forms of activityordination have proven to be very useful
for all partners because they reduce the risksmgflementing the projects, or rather the
engaged funds yield a better effect in the refarplementation.

2.2 Bilateral cooperation

In the past ten years, the broken relations betwleemNMCA'’s have started to be rebuilt
on the high-quality basis and the bilateral prgegith the donor countries carried out in the
past few years as well as the projects supportedhbyWorld Bank loans that have
contributed to it. The basic form of cooperation nst often defined by cooperation
agreements between the NMCA'’s related to the Stateey, cartography and cadastre, i.e.
the core activities of these institutions. Takosiitacije radi, formalna suradnja izme

The cooperation defined by the afore-mentioned eagests as a rule presupposes the
informal as well as formal cooperation manifestedhe form of annual gatherings of the
institutions’ managements as well as the excharigeoaler topographic maps and GNSS
service data, and often through the exchange d#srand regulations, standards and
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specifications adopted by respective countries.leT&b illustrates the linking of GNNS
networks of the countries in the region. Althoubh tinking has not been completed, Table 3
indicates the high degree of GNSS network linkimgth the exception of the MAKPOS
network that is still in the testing phase.

The two main areas of the data exchange are dertidie cadastre or rather the land
administration reform and the establishment of gpatial information infrastructure. When
talking about the cadastre and land administratibis, primarily refers to the exchange of
experiences in organizing the projects, buildingcsic capacities required not only for the
project management but also for the institutioresrtbelves, and considering certain specific
iIssues of integrating certain solutions in the dkgion and practice of the countries in the
region. The establishment of the spatial informatiafrastructure refers to the exchange of
ideas related to the infrastructure itself andgi@tions implemented in the countries in order
to define them in terms of legislation and orgaticra

2.3 Regional cooperation

Inspired by more intensive bilateral cooperationiclvhis naturally linked also to the
realization of numerous projects and many meetaighe scientific and expert gatherings,
the State Geodetic Administration, assisted by Mwwegian Mapping and Cadastre
Authority (Statens Kartverk) organized the FirsgiReal Conference on Cadastre between 8
and 10 June 2008 in Opatija (Figures 2 and 3 —rcpage and participants). This gathering
was attended by the top management representatisesen regional NMCA'’s from Bosnia
and Herzegovina, Montenegro, Kosovo, Macedoniaveslia, Serbia and Croatia, as well as
the European Commission and World Bank represeeta@énd donor countries of Norway,
the Netherlands, Germany, Sweden and Great Britain.

In preparation to the conference itself, the Nornaegnd Croatian experts developed the
Regional Study on Cadastre (Steiwer et. al, 20083gnted at the Conference (Figure 1 —
Study cover page).

Apart from this comprehensive study and a numbgregentations, the conference ended
by the conclusion of the NMCA'’s present that theyed for the regional cooperation in order
to establish security in the real property legahsactions with the help of the modern and up-
to-date registration, acceleration of the land aufstiation reform implementation and
exchange of the experiences and lessons, cooperaiithe projects and agreement that the
regional conferences on cadastre should be hehy gear.

3. SDI DEVELOPMENT IN THE REGION

The establishment of the spatial data infrastrectarthe countries of the region is still at
a low level, as compared to the most developedtdesrof the world, especially with regards
to its practical implementation. The majority ofuctries have chosen to implement the SDI
by defining the legislative framework. This hasfaobeen carried out in Croatia, Macedonia
and Serbia while Slovenia has chosen to realiz8tsby implementing the provisions of the
INSPIRE Directive (European Union, 2007).

Croatia was the first to incorporate in its ledisla the basic SDI principles and
organizational structure of its establishment (Rdipwof Croatia, 2007) based on the results
of the National Spatial Data Infrastructure Studgveloped for the State Geodetic
Administration (Wytzisk et al., 2005). The aforesmtiened law defined the NSDI, its
activities and bodies for the infrastructure impégation. In 2008 and 2009, the NSDI
bodies were established in Croatia in line with tlegal provisions. The umbrella
organization, NSDI Council, was established finstl &asked with managing and supervising
the NSDI development, passing formal decisionslaising with the Government, followed
by the NSDI Board representing the infrastructun@lementation body. Finally, five NSDI
working groups were established to cover the kegsof the NSDI development:
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technical standards,
joint use of spatial data,
business model,
linking the NSDI and e-Government activities,

- capacity building,
Pursuant to public announcements, 65 experts aduaprofiles and professions are involved
in the work of the above-mentioned working groupke first two working groups, i.e. for
technical standards and joint use of spatial datze lbeen active for over a year and have
achieved the first results so the implementatiorthef metadata rules has been prepared in
order to establish the national metadata servic&raatia.
Apart from the activities of working groups, spécitention is paid to public awareness
campaigns. Therefore, a leaflet on the NSDI wastgdi in 2009 and distributed via
professional magazines and newsletters and thet Ersatian NSDI and INSPIRE
Conference was organized on 26 November 2009. dhéeence (see: Figure 6) attracted
220 experts from Croatia and ten other countrieswas organized by the Croatian
Cartographic Society and State Geodetic Adminisinain combination with the Fifth
Conference on Cartography and Geo-Information.

Unlike Croatia, Slovenia is obliged to implemenrg fhrovisions of the INSPIRE Directive
as a member State of the European Union so ittaaed with its direct implementation and
development of the elements of its SDIl-a. Thus, itspatial portal
(http://prostor.government)siaunched in 2003 (Steiwer and RdA2009) established SDI
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services available to everyone (metadata and viemj to authorized users and local
government bodies (download and invoke).

Following the example of Croatia, Macedonia adopteed new Law on Real-Estate
Cadastre (Republic of Macedonia, 2008) in 2008 Garbia adopted the new Law on State
Survey and Cadastre (Republic of Serbia, 2009)0092 Both regulations also contain a
chapter on the NSDI that similarly regulates theués of the NSDI establishment in the
countries which started establishing the stipuldtedies. This very fact, as well as the
intention of other countries in the region and tbalization about how demanding this whole
activity really is, has led to the considerationtloé possibility to approach the issue of the
NSDI establishment and the process harmonizatiothén countries in the region in an
organized way, given that all these countriesrgfi@ing the European Union, will sooner or
later be obliged to implement the INSPIRE Directividnis opinion and call to propose
regional projects as part of the IPA 2010 Multi-B&oiary Programs of the European Union
led in early 2009 to the conception of the projest¢sving to incite and guide the SDI
establishment in the region.

4. SOUTH-EASTERN EUROPE INSPIRATION PROJECT
4.1 Project background, objective and purpose

Using the opportunity, the South-East Europe lragjgn — Regional Awareness, Capacity
and Legislation Building on Spatial Data Infrasttue Project, or abbreviated SEE
Inspiration Project, has been prepared by the &ataletic Administration of Croatia jointly
with the NMCA'’s from six other countries in the reg (shown in Figure 7) and proposed to
the European Commission to be financed within ttzenéwork of the IPA 2010 Multi-
Beneficiary Program (Ba et al., 2009)

Recognizing that the development of national Sé#quires special care, and that the
precondition for the national SDI development ie tdapacity building and sufficient level of
knowledge about the SDI concept as well as fantiiawith the INSPIRE Directive
guidelines and other knowledge related to theseesg¢educational system, business models,
public relations, etc.), the regional NMCA'’s propdshe SEE Inspiration Project. In order to
create a critical mass of knowledge, capacitiesaralic awareness of the SDI in these, for
most countries, still initial stages of the NSDivdlmpment, extraordinary efforts must be
invested in order for the key institutions, NMCALsjiversities, professional associations and
SDI stakeholders to quickly learn about the SDIoemt and the INSPIRE Directive, and to
start incorporating them or rather applying therthieir respective countries. In this context, a
harmonized approach to the NSDI development ircthatries in the region certainly brings
advantages as compared to the strictly individppl@ach to their development.

Therefore, the overall objective of the Project tabation has been defined as the
creation of accurate, up-to-date, high-quality, lve&luctured and accessibdpatial datain
the local, regional and State administrative bothebe countries of Western Balkans. In this
context, the purpose of the SEE Inspiration Pragtd promote SDI as a concept in order to
prepare countries in the region for the implemeoadf the INSPIRE direction.
