Decision 26/COP14 on Land Tenure -
A landmark decision on tenure
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“Requests the secretariat and invites the Food
and Agriculture Organization of the United
Nations and other relevant partners to
collaborate to produce a technical guide on
how to integrate the Voluntary Guidelines on
the Responsible Governance of Tenure of Land,
Fisheries and Forests in the Context of National
Food Security into the implementation of the
Convention and land degradation neutrality,
taking into account national contexts for
consideration by the Conference of the Parties
at its fifteenth session”
