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Land administration is the “process of determining, recording and
disseminating information about ownership, value and use of land
when implementing land management policies’

“Ownership” broad concept of land tenure- relationship between people
and land- within various jurisdictions

(statutory, customary, informal ,etc.)

“Land” includes construction at subsurface level, ground level and above
land level (e.g. Buildings)

Land management is the i mplementation of land policy by awide range
of land policy instruments (e.g. Land reform, land consolidation, land
markets, land taxation, mari ne resource management, etc.)

Land policy shows the way how governments want to deal with land
matters in sustainable development

“Land policy consist of the whole complex of socio-economic and legal

prescriptions that dictate how the land and benefits from the land are
to be dedicated. That of course depends on the culture, history and
attitude of people’

Understandable, the development of operational land administration isan
increasing importance and interest world wide

Creation of legal and institutional framework concerning land and
property related activities is the most important steps towards the
operational land administration but the existence of legal and institutional
framework itself doesn't guarantee the sustainable operation of land
administration
There are many other conditions for the development and operation of
sustainable land administration

1, Legal and institutional framework

— Fundamental which is one of the guarantees of the
sustai nability of land administration system

— Thelega framework “ rules of the game” representsthe

land policy of the sate

— Must be accepted by the entire society

— Equal rightsfor all to accessland and property, access
to information

— Individud rights- public law

— In many countries - besdes written law - customary,
informal laws are parallel existing
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» Basiclaws

— Land law, land registry law, survey and mapping law,
building law, land consolidation law, etc.

— These rules defines how governments land policy
should be implemented

— Inditutiona system equally essentia to achieve land
policy and operate the system

— The well operationa ingtitutions should guarantee the
sustai nability of land administration system

* Fundamental institutions
— Cadastre, land registry, valuation ingitution, financial
ingtitutions (land and property taxation), town and land
use planning

3, Cadastral mapsany kind

e Cadastral surveying and mapping creates the
descriptive data, define boundaries, identity numbers,
surveying buildings, objects

e Many technologies of cadastral mapping
« accurate, field survey- expensive, time consuming
» amply, low cost mapping

e producing cadastral maps any kind, covering the
whole country

5, Decentralised institutional network

* The existence of decentralised land administration
institutions, especially cadastre, land registry offices are
essential in many countries

* The state must guarantee equal possibility for all to
access to institutions, services, concerning land and
property related activities

* This question is crucial in less developed countries due

tolack or poor quality of telecommunication network,
less educated population
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2, Registration of all land and real [,
estate properties '

— The full registration of land and real estate
properties is fundamental to develop sustainable
land administration

— Inventory of state assets

— The registration means the description,
registration of owners and rights related to
land and properties

— Mortgage of properties - basic demand for
investors

4, Continuous updating of legal and
cadastral mapping data

Continuous maintenance of legal and mapping datais a
critical question

Requires well operational decentralised institutions,
sufficient number of educated staff

Full registration, cadastral mapping is meaningless
without continuous updating

Uptodate information, data are extremely important in
cadastre and land registry but in other institutions as
WEL

6, Sufficient number of educated staff

To guarantee the continuous updating of land and real
estate related data, operating land administration
institutions, sufficient number of educated staff is required

Special education and knowledge

Besides school, university educations, sp
practical experienceis essential

Operation of I T systems also requires educated staff
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7, Palitical recognition and decision to support
land administration activities
The importance of fully operational, sustainable land
administration - as a fundamental infrastructure for the

market economy and sustainable devel opment- has been
recognised in devel oped countries since years

Recognition in less devel oped countries is increasing

— tool for developing the market economy, supporting
economic growth

— investors require legal security, sustainable land
administration

— political decision makers responsibility

9, Sufficient financial sources for operating land
administration systems

» Todevelop, operate land administration institutions
sustainable way, long term financial support and investments
are required

Governments responsibility and interest of the entire society

Good quality and reasonable price of land administration
services should generate income contributing for financial
support

11, Exercise of rights and performance of
obligations by citizens

In countries where well operational land administration is
existing, is compulsory- according to law - to report
changes in rights and data of land and properties

e This obligation helps to keep legal and mapping database
uptodate

e The states effort to keep land administration operational is
one of the conditions only, but positive behaviour and
obligation to abide law can contribute to develop and
operate sustainable land administration and for the
implementation of sustainable development
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8,Development of IT and other innovative

technology

Revolution in I T is one of the biggest changes in recent
years world wide

Land administration activities have been very much
effected by the IT development

Computerisation of databases, cadastral maps
Integration of different databases

IT development and operation is very expensive task,
requires continuous, long term financial sources

In less developed countries low cost, innovative solutions
are needed due to poor financial sources

10, Public awar eness and acceptance of the

importance of land administration activities

The political will and support by decision makersto develop
thelega and institutional framework is not enough to operate
land administration system

Public awvareness and acceptance of law and ingtitutions are
equally important

The sustainability of land adminigration inditutionsis al so
depends on citizens behaviour

The citizens recognition and acceptance of benefits, usng land
adminigration services can increase financial sources

The public awareness should al so result obligation by citizens

to report changesin rights and data of land and properties to
keep database uptodate

There are different tasks in developed and devel oping
countries to be achieved towards the sustainable land
administration

In the developed countries, the conditions are existing,
the task is to keep sustainability for long term.
Harmonisation, integration of land related data and
geospatial databases
In developing countries
— develop conditions for sustainable land adminigration
— step by step approach looking for low cost solutions
