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SUMMARY

working in the sectors of government, business, education and community is about 35,000 to
50,000 people. Of that amount 15% (7500 people) are for geodetic experts, 65% (32500
people) geodetic skilled, 12% (6000 people) geographical / thematic experts and 8% (4000
people) geographical / thematic skilled.
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
