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SUMMARY  
Spatial Information Management is an essential pivot for the sustainable development of our 
noble country and as such must be upheld in Nigeria as environmental problems are becoming 
menaces to the society. Environmentalists are cognizant of the fact that without current spatial 
information management the sustainable development may be hampered and this is one of the 
key catalysts for environmental problems such as disaster and risk; and that spatial 
information management is becoming an increasing technology, so its application is 
inevitable.
