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SUMMARY

The purpose of this paper is to analyze the new situation and reform direction based on the
systematic review of the progress and achievements of comprehensive land use planning. Under the
current situation, it would be a major topic on how to handle correctly the relationship between the
government and market, promote the construction of ecological civilization, improve the land
utilization governance system, and insist on the strictest possible systems for protecting arable land
and economizing land use. The future development of comprehensive land use planning may follow
these trends: redefine its function in the spatial planning system, advance regulation of ecological
red line, permanent basic cropland and urban development boundary, transform from
two-dimension to four-dimension land use control, and enhance the compilation and implement of
rural dominating land use detail planning.
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
