LAND TENURE

• Perpetual Estate Title = Freehold

• Fixed-Term Estate Title = 70yrs

• License to Occupy Public Land (ToL) = 3 years

• Under SUMP the MLHS undertakes “Regularization” 

of “Unauthorized Occupancy of Public Land” to 

Fixed Term Estate Title.



AEKAFO –FERALDO INFORMAL SETTLEMENT AREA

No FTEs – rely on Temporary 

Occupation Licenses, but 75% of 

ToL’s unpaid and lapsed.



AEKAFO-FERALADO ADAPTATION/LAND TENURE 

ISSUES

• Those households with informal tenure may not be connected to the 

formal water supply and electricity. They rely on bores etc.

• HURCAP - Need improved access to clean drinking and washing water.

• Land tenure issues –

• Prohibit housing in high flood risk area.

• providing secure tenure will allow more to be connected to water 

supply. 

• Also make sure that new infrastructure (tanks/pipes/dam) is built on 

land with secure tenure.

FISHING VILLAGE ADAPTATION/LAND TENURE 

ISSUES

HURCAP: FVH1.1 Develop a relocation strategy

HURCAP: FVH8.1 Build seawall

• Very exposed to coastal storms and sea level rise.

• Buildings spilling past the HWM and into customary land.

• Overcrowding.

• HURCAP community priority – build a sea wall.

• Land tenure issues –

• Where should the wall be built? Along the HWM and if so then 

households need to be resettled?

• If all existing houses are included within the sea wall then this 

encroaches on customary land.

• What to do about new migrants?

• How is tenure security provided for resettled people?
