• It comprises of Krontire, Akwamu, 
Adonten, Benkum, Gyaase, 
Ankobia, Kyidom, Oyoko, Mawere 
and Nkosuo divisions

• Asantehene is the president of the 
council

• The Kumasi Traditional Council is 
the largest traditional council in 
the country

• There are several traditional 
councils which come 
together to make the 
Asanteman council.

• Asantehene again is the 
president of the Asanteman 
council.

• Autonomy to manage and 
dispose off lands in 
collaboration with 
government statutes, laws, 
guidelines, cooperation, 
support, etc.
